Joe has been as active player in the Denver music
and arts scene as well as the co-creator of Motoman Project; a machine/robot
performance based experiment dedicated to the expansion of creativity through
the exploration of human imagination.

Joe was also the lead designer for the Mobile Edutainment Collaboratory, aka the
Construck, used by the organization Bands for Lands and the band The Construct
which is a 24 foot box truck converted into a mobile stage featuring state of the
art sound and visual components and runs on bio-diesel fuel. Since 2003 Joe has
been a member of the City of Denver’'s Department of Cultural Affairs, Public Art
Committee, and his work and installations have been show cased throughout the
world with wide acclaim.
